PEMNALTY NOTICES WILL BE ISSUED FOR
Term tirma leave: Penalty Notice Fines will be issued for Term Time Leave of 5 of mane consecutive days

10 seasions of unauthorisad absance ina 10 weaak period: A Penalty Molice may be consideredfissued whean a
pupil has had 10 sessions of unauthorised absance in & 10 weak* period.

Penalty Motice Fines will continue to be issued per parent par child.

Eor expmple: 3 Sibings absent for tarm time leave, would result in each parent receiving 3 separate fines.

FIRST OFFEMCE

Mot will be chargad at:

£160 per parent, per child if paid within 28 days of Issue, reducing to £80 if paid within 21 days**.

SECOND OFFENCE [within 3 wears of the First Oflence]

Wihena It s deemed appropriate to issue a second Penally Motice 1o the same parent for the same pupil within 3
years of the first notice, the sacond Penalty Notics will be charged at:

E160 if pald within 2B days (no reduced fee for paying early).

(**Uimpaid Penalty Notice's after 28 days may result in 8 parental prosecution)

THIRD OFFEMCE [within 3 years of the First Difence)

On the third time that an offence |s commitied for either a Term Tirme Holday and £ or imegular Attendance a
Penalty Notice will not be isswed, the case may proceed stralght 1o Parental Prosecution under the Single
lustice Procedure. If found guilty of the oflence of ‘Fallure 1o send a child 1o school” the Magistrates can impose
a fine up to E1000.

Our Merning Reutine explained:

I
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Safe Touch:

Each morning children choose a safe touch to meet and greet
their teacher (high five, hand shake or hug) and this is proven to
help children feel valued, create a sense of belonging as well as
releasing coytocin, the loving hormone.

Thought Splat/lournaling:

After we have taken the register, we all complete a thought splat
in our journals which helps us to write down any thoughts that
might be stopping us from being present and our best selves.
We want children to know that ‘we are not our thoughts' and
that not all thoughts are facts, Our minds are powerful and we
must choose to pay attention to the positives thoughts because
our thoughts affect our emations which affects how we behave
and ‘show up’ in our lives. We tick and cross our thoughts so we
can make space to learn !

Mindful Minute:

Once we have cleared some space in our busy minds, we then
pay attention to our bodies and think about our nervous
system, We are teaching the children that we have two main
‘modes' and we want our children to be in parasympathetic
mode which means clam, regulated and when we presene
energy to concentrate and learm. We can't learm when we are in
state of high alert (fight, fllght or freeze) so we practise breath
work to ensure that our nervous system is calm.

Affirmations:
Once the children are calm, we set our intentions for the day.
We choose positive | am statements s0 our minds are being
filled with goodness. | am loved. | am safe. | am encugh. We are
what we think!

Wise Words:
We end our morming routine with some wise waords which help

us to grow personally and reflect on inspiring guotes and
messages. We want to feed our children with goodness so they
kmow better, so they can do better in their ONE LIFE!
