We have seen a huge increase in children using mobile phones on school grounds,
taking videos and photos of each other which is not permitted for safeguarding
reasons. Please can you discuss the above with your child and remind them of
expectations. Confiscated phones will need to be collected by a parent from the
school office moving forward.
